Build on Sunday’s truths at home 

  In Deuteronomy 6, we, as par-

ents, are challenged to not only 

keep God’s words on our own 

heart, but to teach them diligently 

to our children—while we sit in 

our house, when we walk by the 

way, when we lie down, and 

when we rise up. This chapter 

tells us to put God in our daily 

conversations with our children. 

  But how?  

  Our Children’s Ministry at Cole 

Community Church wants to 

come alongside parents to help. 

We desire to give you tools—via 

Sunday school, Parent Education 

Training sessions, and access to 

Christian education books—to 

support you in your God-given 

responsibility to teach your child 

God’s word in your home. 

  One way to build a solid foun-

dation of faith in your child is to 

take the spiritual truths being 

taught in his or her Sunday 

school class and teach your child 

ow to apply that truth to his/her 

life during the week, says John 

Tietsort, guest speaker of Cole’s 

A-Z Parenting Class held in 

March.  

  Tietsort, a board member of 

International Network of Chil-

dren's Ministers, also stressed the 

importance of getting to know the 

teachers and helpers in your 

child’s Sunday school class. That 

way, you can speak regularly 

with the teacher regarding your 

child’s spiritual development.  

  To help you get to know your 

child’s teachers, we ask each 

Sunday school staff member to 

wear a nametag. We ask you to 

take the time to introduce your-

self to them and to sign up to 

volunteer in class once a quarter. 

  Each Sunday school class also 

provides take-home materials. To 

better utilize them in your home, 

make sure your child has his/her 

take-home paper and Bible as 

you leave the church. We encour-

age all children, ages 2 and older, 

to bring their Bibles each Sunday. 

For Preschoolers 
  To reinforce what was taught to 

your preschooler on Sunday, look 

at the section of the take-home 

paper called Parent Partners. 

There are four questions to ask 

your child about the lesson, as 

well as a portion entitled “ACT,” 

which tells parents to read the 

story together with their child 

from the Bible or practice the 

memory verse. 

  Rather than ask all four ques-

tions at one time to your pre-

schooler, try finding a quiet time 

in your day (in the morning, at 

lunch, or right before bed) to ask 

one question and do one “Act” 

activity. If you do that four times 

during the week, you’ll start to 

establish a daily routine of spend-

ing time with God.  

  With Sunday’s truths firmly in 

mind, you then can help your 

child to look for opportunities to 

apply it during the week. For 

example, one lesson truth is: God 

has power to keep His people 

safe from danger. 

  I remember a time when my son

The website is 

designed to help teachers partner 

with parents. You can access the 

website to review a lesson or pre-

pare for the next one. There are 

many topics to peruse, including: 

Disciple Skill—helps develop 

Christian living skills, such as 

building character, memorizing 

scripture, and worshiping God. 

Key Verse—lists memory 

verses from the Bible lesson. 

XploreMore—helps families 

discuss Bible lessons and do 

activities together. 

Sword Work—guides children 

to read sections from the Bible 

and answer questions.

corner of the last page of their take-

home paper, such as 1A1 (1 is for 

first grade, A is for the first quarter, 

and 1 again is the lesson number). 

Work with your child to answer the 

Bible questions online or encourage 

him/her to find the verses on his/her 

own and read the story to you.  

For 1st hour 2nd grade 
  Look for take-home papers based 

on the book of Genesis, which is 

what your child will be studying 

this year. Also, be sure to ask your 

child’s teachers for the monthly 

handout, which lists the aim of the 

lesson for each Sunday during that 

month and the corresponding mem-

ory verses they’ll be learning. 

For 2nd hour Chapel 
  Your child will receive a weekly 

bulletin, which contains a recap of 

the lesson with the memory verses 

and application questions for you to 

discuss with your child. Try to dis-

cuss one question a day and then 

look for ways to apply it to your 

child’s daily circumstances.  

  Remember, God’s Word never 

returns void. You can play a pivotal 

role in making His Word come 

alive in your home.
